SELECTION

OMNICOLOR concentrates are generally
selected because of their versatility
where a wide range of polymers are
processed and their availability for sale
in small quantities.

UTILIZATION OF
OMNICOLOR BLENDING
Thorough premixing of OMNICOLOR
and polymer is the first stage to
obtain consistency of color
throughout the production
run. This can be achieved
by tumble mixing or by

the use of concentrate

metering devices.

PROCESSING
It is very important that the processing
machine has good plasticizing capability.
Improvements can often be achieved by
making the following adjustments:
1. Increasing the back pressure
2. Reducing the screw speed
3. Raising the temperature in the middle
zone of the barrel
4. Cooling the feed zone of the barrel
to prevent premature melting of the
concentrate

THERMAL STABILITY
OMNICOLOR processing temperatures
pertain to the colorant system only.
The carrier system also has a thermal
ceiling and is dependent on both time
and temperature. Care should be used
when processing OMNICOLORs where
melt temperatures may exceed 600°F.

GENERAL INFORMATION
ON OMNICOLOR CARRIER
The term multipurpose concentrate implies
that the concentrate carrier is compatible
with most polymers. The carrier resin could
cause performance problems in a few
polymers. Therefore, OMNICOLOR
should not be used in:
1. Cellulosic polymers
2. Transparent acrylic colors

PIGMENT
COMPATIBILITY
The OMNICOLOR stock color
range has been formulated with
pigments that will perform satisfac-
torily in most polymers under most pro-
cessing conditions.

FOOD, DRUG, MEDICAL AND
COSMETIC APPLICATIONS
Due to the special requirements of
regulated applications, OMNICOLORs are
notrecommended for use in food, drug,
medical, cosmetic or other products
that need an FDA letter of compliance.

PROCESS COMPATIBILITY
OMNICOLOR will withstand the drying
temperatures of most polymers that
require drying before processing, such as
ABS and nylons. If the polymer requires
dryer temperatures in excess of 225°F,
then the OMNICOLOR concentrate must
be added after the drying step. The
most common polymers that would

fall into this category are polyesters,
polysulfones, and polycarbonates.

LIGHTFASTNESS

This is measured on the Blue Wool Scale
(BWS), with a minimum of 1 and a maxi-
mum of 8. Pigments with BWS readings
above 5 are adequate for virtually all
indoor applications, although some
fluorescent colors qualify with BWS
readings of only +3. Since OMNICOLORs
do not contain UV stabilizers, outdoor
applications must be reviewed on a
case-by-case basis.*

WEATHERABILITY

This refers to loss of color and outdoor
exposure due to elemental action. Good
lightfastness does not always indicate
good weatherability. If weatherability
is of prime importance, this should

be specified.

OPACITY/COLOR
STRENGTH

All pigments vary in color strength and
opacity, but only carbon black comhines
both qualities. Organic pigments, such as
phthalo blue, have high tinting strength
but poor opacity, which is particularly
noticeable in transparent base polymers.
Inorganic pigments, such as iron oxide,
provide good opacity but poor tinting
strength, which shows particularly in
opaque polymers such as ABS. This
explains why colors can differ signifi-
cantly when using a multipurpose
concentrate, at a given let-down ratio,
across a wide range of polymer types.

FLAME RETARDANT
POLYMERS

Itis possible to use OMNICOLOR in Flame
Retardant materials, but due to their high
additive content only a very
limited range of colors is
possible, i.e., grey, beige.
The addition of pig-ment ™
and carrier could
also affect the UL
rating. Therefore,
subsequent
flame testing
may

be necessary
when using OMNICOLORs
in flame retardant polymers.
